
30,000 residents live in the rural area of Emek Hefer. The Alexander Stream, originating
in the Samaria mountains, flows through the valley. Its largest tributary is the Nablus
Stream (Wadi Zomer) which flows through the neighboring community, Tul Karem.
Our shared goal is to promote the rehabilitation of the stream. We also create personal
encounters between residents of the two communities, advancing a healthy environment
and good neighborly relations.

Activities in Emek Hefer:
●  A “water trustees” youth group participates and leads activities all year round.
●  Beney Hamoshavim youth movement built a recreation spot at the stream.
●  Fourth grade students learnt about water in their community and visited the Stream.

Others participated in "Exposure & Learning" activities at the stream.
●  A joint petition was signed by Emek Hefer and Tul Karem youth, calling for a solution

to the sewage problems in the town.
●  Students presented their models for "Water Wise" buildings in a community

competition.
●  The winning model, a system for collecting water from air conditioning units to

irrigate the garden, was built in the Ben Gurion regional High School in Emek
Hemek.

●  A Jewish-Arab youth group participates every year in a community rally.
●  The youth group tours the Stream site together with a professional elderly volunteer

group of the community.
●  Youth group members operate the information station at the Stream.
●  Youth group members participated in a 3 day ecological building workshop together

with other Jewish, Palestinian and Arab
Israeli Good Water Neighbors youth groups.
●  Participated in an award ceremony at the
Knesset given to "Water Wise" schools.
A series of meetings, lectures and tours
were held between adults from Emek Hefer
and the Arab Israeli community of Baka al
Gharbia, focusing on environment, society
and co-existence.
●  Youth group building an eco-garden in
the now "Water Wise" school.

The Good Water Neighbors project is
implemented with the cooperation of the
Emek Hefer Regional Council
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
